(ICE) agents stop you or come to your door.

Do you need to plan for your family’s safety? 
“Know Your Rights” Sessions: 3:00 PM, 5:00 PM, and 7:00 PM

•	 Talk to immigration attorneys about your options.
•	 Fill out forms needed to protect your family: power of attorney, 

temporary guardianship, and other forms.
•	 Get your Mexican citizenship, passport, and birth certificate through 

Mexican Consulate document services.
•	 Bring any immigration and court documents, if you have them.
